AGREEMENT

THE STATE OF TEXAS    §

This Agreement is made and entered into pursuant to Chapter 791 of the Texas Government Code, by and between Texas Parks and Wildlife Department ("TPWD"), a State agency under the laws of the State of Texas, and the San Jacinto Community College District ("SJCCD").

RECITALS:

Texas Parks and Wildlife Department and the San Jacinto Community College District recognize the vulnerability of the people located within Harris County, Texas, to a disaster that may result from natural or man-made causes; and

During such a disaster, it may be necessary to stage personnel and equipment to serve large numbers of people in the area served by the Texas Parks and Wildlife Department ("TPWD"); and

Prior experience with natural and man-made disasters has shown that colleges are well suited to serve as staging points for this activity because: (1) their location is known to first responders within the community; (2) they have large assembly areas that can house responders for a short term; and (3) they have other necessary facilities such as refrigeration and restrooms that allow personnel and equipment to be staged effectively for response; and

The Parties hereto desire to enter into an agreement to make facilities available for TPWD to stage personnel and equipment during declared disasters.

NOW, THEREFORE, County and SJCCD, in consideration of the mutual covenants and agreements herein contained do mutually agree as follows:

TERMS:

I.
Disaster

This Agreement will go into effect only if:

(1) The Executive Director of the Harris County Office of Homeland Security and Emergency Management, The Harris County Judge, or the Governor of the State of Texas, declares a disaster; and

(2) Classes at the facility are not disrupted or have been cancelled, and.

(3) A separate task order (Attachment A) shall be created for each deployment under this Agreement and shall be incorporated into this Agreement as corresponding Exhibits.

(4) The College may request TPWD to vacate the facility being utilized by TPWD with a forty-eight (48) hour notice if (2) is expected to occur after a task order has been signed. 

II.
Obligations of the TPWD

(1) TPWD will supply or arrange for all equipment, , and personnel necessary for their staging at the College;

(2) TPWD will supply or arrange for all equipment and personnel necessary for staffing, security, crowd control, and other tasks, except as provided herein; and

(3) TPWD will be responsible for disposal of any hazardous waste following its use for the emergency. 

III.
Obligations of the SJCCD

(1) The SJCCD will allow the use of the facility and all utilities (gas, electric, water, and telecommunications) normally associated with its use as a school facility.

(2) The SJCCD will provide access to mutually agreed upon rooms, fixtures, and equipment existing at the facility that the TPWD regards as necessary for on-site use during the period of the emergency.

(3) The SJCCD will provide at least one person on-site during SJCCD’s regular business hours over the period of emergency use with access to the rooms, fixtures, and equipment described herein.

IV.
Term

This Agreement becomes effective the earlier of either the date of mobilization or when approved by the governing body of the SJCCD and by TPWD acting through the Executive Director of TPWD. This Agreement may be canceled by SJCCD or by TPWD acting through the Executive Director of TPWD by giving thirty days notice to the other party, otherwise it remains in effect for one year and shall automatically renew for additional one-year terms unless terminated as provided herein or by mutual written agreement of the parties.

V.
Notice

All notices and communications under this Agreement must be mailed by certified mail, return­ receipt requested, or delivered to the parties at the following addresses:

These addresses may be changed upon giving prior written notice of the change.

VI.
E-Mail Addresses

SJCCD affirmatively consents to the disclosure of its e-mail addresses that are provided to TPWD including any agency or department of the State of Texas.  This  consent  is  intended  to comply  with  the requirements  of the Texas  Public  Information  Act,  TEX. Gov'T CODE ANN.§552.137, et seq., as amended, and shall survive termination of this Agreement.  This  consent shall apply to e-mail addresses provided by·the SJCCD and agents acting on SJCCD's behalf and shall apply to any e-mail address provided in any form for any reason whether related to this Agreement or otherwise.

VII.
No State Funds

Prior to the execution of this Agreement, TPWD has advised SJCCD and SJCCD clearly understands and agrees, such understanding and agreement being of the absolute essence of the Agreement, that TPWD has neither certified nor guaranteed funds under this Agreement and SJCCD shall have no cause of action whatsoever for money against TPWD arising out of or in relation to this Agreement.

VIII.
Governing Law

This Agreement shall be interpreted under the laws of the State of Texas and applicable federal law. Exclusive venue for any cause of action arising out of or in relation to this Agreement shall be in Harris County, Texas.
