The Readiness and Emergency Management for Schools (REMS) Technical Assistance (TA) Center, in 
partnership with the U.S. Department of Education, Office of Safe and Supportive Schools, is pleased to 
offer the School Behavioral Threat Assessments: An Introduction training topic in the Train-the-Educator 
format. Available through the Live Trainings by Request and Virtual Trainings by Request programs, this 
training provides information on preventing and reducing targeted violence in schools through behavioral 
threat assessments and can be delivered in person or virtually. For each training modality, the REMS TA 
Center will provide — free of charge — training materials, as well as one or more live subject matter 
expert trainers and staff support for the event hosted at your site or online.

TRAININGS BY REQUEST

Learn various components of school behavioral threat assessments, originally put forth by the Safe School 
Initiative, alongside new information and guidance from the Federal Bureau of Investigation in the  
Guide for Developing High-Quality School Emergency Operations Plans. The training highlights key 
aspects of school behavioral threat assessments that need to be considered when deciding which threat 
assessment features are most appropriate for the district, school, and/or local community. In addition, 
participants will receive guidance on how to develop a multidisciplinary behavioral threat assessment 
team and conduct a meeting. According to The Role of Districts in Developing High-Quality School 
Emergency Operations Plans, school districts and schools should establish a threat assessment team and 
develop a Behavioral Threat Assessment Annex. Below, you will find information about each synchronous 
training format.
