Supplementing the Campus Emergency
Operations Plan (EOP), the UC Santa Barbara
Crisis Communications Plan facilitates
communication between internal and external
parties. It also addresses known and unknown
hazards and will not limit the adaptability of
communication as needed by the proper
authority.

Initial Response

Most, if not all, crises happen quickly,

often without notice and may require
immediate communications with

students, faculty, staff, and visitors who

are on campus. The UCSB Police Department
has the authority under the Emergency
Notification Procedures to determine what
immediate communication is needed and move
forward to deliver that

communication to appropriate audiences.

Emergency Notification

UCSB Alert is an alert system that allows
university officials to quickly distribute critical
information to registered UC Santa Barbara
account holders wherever they are during an
emergency.

UC Santa Barbara typically tests the
Emergency Communications Systems
quarterly on the third Wednesday of January,
April, July and the third Thursday of October
(Great California Shakeout).
